- As soon as the importation of negroes
became a vegular business it was evi-
dent that the traders were mgking a
good deal of money, and a province iaw
was passed fmposing a _duty upon cach
negro imported. This? live stock was
submitted to the inspector of customs
in the sameo way as dry goods and other

The duly at one time was {4 per head,
but the amount was chaunged at various
times, a superior quality of negroes
called “Guinea black birds,” belhg ot
extra value, were thus recognized (2
scale of duties. Importers in those days
were not above attempting to evade
duties, and in 1729 the general court
passed an order that importers of ne-
groces should give an account or render
a list of all negroes on board a vessel
or brought with them to these shores. A
penalty of £100 was Impoesed for a fail-
ure (0 comply with this act. .

FRANKLIN ON SLAVE TARIFFS.
When Benjamin Franklin was exam-
ined hefore parliament when the bill for
the repeal of the stamp act was pend-
ing; he testified that the duty on slaves
imported was £10 per head {n the colony
with which he was the most famiilar.
Isuac Royall, who came from Autigua
in 1737, {8 said to have brought with
him 27 staves upon which property he
thought he ought to he cxempt from
duty. ilis effort in that direction ex-
tant {s styled: '
“Petition of Isaac FRoyall, late of
Antigua, now of Charlestown, In the
county of Middiesex, that he removed

.from Antigua with his family and

brought with him, ‘among other things’

.and chattels a parcel of negroes de-

signed for his own use, and not any of
them for merchandise. He prays that
he may not be taxed with import.”

Belny rated s property, slaves were
early treated as other possessiong—and
so regarded in the newspapers of the
time.
